Explanation and Directions: 
 
Use ink and print legibly. 
 
What we wish to obtain is a chronological record of your school attendance, showing when you started school, 
the number of years you completed, the names and kinds of schools you attended, the certificates you earned, 
the examinations you passed, and your graduations.  By doing this carefully and correctly much unnecessary, 
time consuming, and expensive correspondence can be avoided. 
 
You will not be classified on the basis of the information on this form alone, but this information together with 
your official credentials helps us to evaluate your standing more accurately. 
 
Column 1: Represents the actual years you attended school.  Your first year is 1, your second year is 2, 
etc.  Allow one line for each year. 
 
Column 2: Write in the appropriate year on each line for every school year you attended, such as 1967-68, 
1968-69, etc. 
 
Column 3: Write your age when you attended each grade.  Perhaps you were six years old when you went 
to school for the first time, so write 6 on the first line; continue by putting your correct age for each grade you 
attended. 
 
Column 4: Write for each school year the grade standard, form, class, sixieme, cinquieme, sexta, quinta, or 
whatever may be the name of the class or level you attended that year.  Use the terminology of the country 
where the school was located; do not try to translate into American terminology. 
 
Column 5: Write the name of the school you attended. 
 
Column 6: Write the kind of school you attended, such as kindergarten, grade school, elementary school, 
grundschule, volksschule, mittelschule, gymnasium, realgymnasium, aufbauschule, ecole superieure, trade 
school, college preparatory, high school, grammar school, teachers college, university, etc.  Again, use the 
terminology of the country; do not try to translate into American terminology. 
 
Column 7: Write the name of any examination(s) you passed or certificate(s) you obtained at the end of 
that school year.  For example, if you completed high school at the close of your twelfth year in school, write 
the name of the final document you received, such as G.C.E., Reifezeugniss, Studenterksamen, Bachillerator, 
Artium, Baccalaureate II, etc.  Do not try to interpret any term into your concept of what is the American 
equivalent. 
 
Column 8: Write in the country of study.
