2. Update on Summer

3. Viewbook:  Jean Engle

Jean Engle noted that the focus for the Viewbook will be heavily academic, featuring one successful student from each college. The new Viewbook will use the success-stories theme: “Your Success Is Our Story.” Each college will have a two-page spread, featuring the college’s selected student with a short personal interview. Jean asked the deans to consider what descriptive elements about their college they want to change from last year. The brochure will end with features on the Honors/Scholars programs, selected faculty, student support services, financial aid, YSU’s return on investment, housing, and the usual area/regional descriptions.

The deans generally agreed with the new thrust and offered specific comments (e.g., highlight undergraduate research), as well as opinions about the cover (e.g., show students “doing things”; use the cover to combat misconceptions about YSU).
